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On August 19, 2009, the CPSC issued a Final Rule regarding lead content limits on certain materials or products. Under this rule, certain products and materials determined by the Commission to fall under the lead content limits, are no longer subject to section 101(a) of the CPSIA and no testing of these products and materials is required under section 102(a) of the CPSIA.  

The following are some of the materials that do not exceed the lead content limits under section 101(a) of the CPSIA provided the materials have not been treated or adulterated with additional materials that could result in the addition of lead into the product or material:

1. Precious gemstones: diamond, ruby, sapphire, emerald
2. Semiprecious gemstones and other minerals, (provided the mineral or material is not based on lead or lead compounds or associated in nature with any mineral based on lead or lead compounds)
3. Natural or cultured pearls.
4. Wood.
5. Paper and similar materials made from wood.
6. CMYK process printing inks.
7. Textiles.
8. Surgical steel and other stainless steel
9. Precious metals: gold, sterling silver, platinum, titanium etc.
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
